For a long ttme, Zaha Hadid was known as 'the paper architect', someone whose grand
designs never left the page to become real buildings. But 1n recent years her buildings have
sprouted up like mushrooms all over the world: the Guangzhou Opera House in China, a car
factory in Germany, a contemporary art museum 1in Fome, a transport museum 1n Scotland,
and the Aquatics Centre for the 2012 Olympics in Londen.
